Medrano, or Villa de Medrano, is a district of 3,000 inhabitants that belongs to the Province of 
Mendoza, A  10' 60” at 668 meters (2,260 feet) above sea level.

�is region has marvelous old vineyards of Malbec and Cabernet Sauvignon grapes which were 
introduced by hard-working immigrants at the beginning of the last century.

Medrano Estate wines are a tribute and acknowledgement to those visionary immigrants, most of 
them Italian, who found the appropriate terroir and tended properly to their vineyards throughout 

time, maintaining the same passion as their predecessors.    

      Vineyard located in Medrano, Mendoza, at 2,450 ft. above sea level. Clay soils and pebbly 
sub-soil. Manual harvesting. Alcoholic fermentation for 15 days at 26°C to 28°C (79ºF - 83ºF) 

and post-fermentative maceration for ten days. Very soft pumping-overprocess.  Natural  
malolactic fermentation. 30% in contact with French oak for six months.

Lively ruby color. Deftly balanced, rich and intense wine with complex mocha, currant, 
blackberry, and cedar oak �avors.  Integrated tannins turn spicy and plummy on the �nish.
